Your sponsor must be a person,


-Who is fully initiated in the Roman Catholic Church.  (Baptized, received 


the Eucharist and Confirmed.)


-Who is a member of the Church in good standing.  In good standing means 


that he/she is a registered member of a Catholic parish.


-And if married, the marriage must be blessed by the church (a sacramental 


marriage).


-Who cannot, by church law, be your parents.


-Your sponsor must obtain a SPONSOR CERTIFICATE from the Pastor at the


church where your sponsor is registered and attends weekly Mass.


-Ideally, the sponsor is a living example of a faithful practicing Catholic adult 


who will be personally concerned with the religious and moral life of their


candidate, as well as being a friend and advisor.


-Your Baptismal Sponsor (godmother or godfather) would be a most appropriate


and logical choice if they still fulfill the above requirements for a sponsor now.


This is not always possible for a variety of reasons.

**Begin thinking now about the person you wish to choose.  Be sure he/she fulfills the requirements.  If he/she isn’t currently registered in a parish, this should happen ASAP.  If not confirmed, adult confirmation classes (called RCIA classes) begin in many Parish Churches in the fall and run until the Spring; your non-Confirmed potential sponsor could get confirmed this year and be eligible to sponsor you next year.
