Saint Report for Confirmation I and II students

Date Due:  December 3
Requirements:  Using the attached paper, fill our ALL information that is asked for.
Confirmation I:  Can do any saint.

Confirmation II:  Must do the saint whose name you wish to take for Confirmation.  If you don’t want to take a Confirmation name, you must do the saint that has your name (if you can’t find a saint with your name, see Fr. W.)

Answer the questions in the way indicated below:

1) the name of the saint (if the saint has a birth name and a  religious name, you must give both)

2) date and place of birth (day, month and year if possible, for saints who lived before 1000 A.D.just year is fine)

3) the person’s vocation in life-Was he a priest, bishop, father, single man? Was she a Queen, virgin, religious, married woman? Etc.

4) why the person is a saint-in what way did he or she show outstanding holiness and goodness while alive on earth?  Did the saint show great courage charity, zeal forgiveness, purity, wisdom, or some other virtue? Did he/she write any great spiritual books?  Was the saint a religious leader of his day? Etc. Note: do not list miracles (see below #8), these do not make a person a saint!
5) Date & place of death and age at time of death. (day, month and year if possible, for saints who lived before 1000 A.D. just year is fine.

6) If the saint died after the year 1000 A.D. – name the Pope who canonized (or beatified, if not yet a saint) him or her and the date of the canonization (or beatification, if not yet a saint).

7) Feast day (day and month) – this is the calendar day the saint is honored each year in the Church.

8) Any supernatural gifts the person may have received during their life (before death) for example, the stigmata, the ability to heal others miraculously, visions the person may have received, incorrupt body after death. Note: not all saints did miraculous things while they were alive; if you can’t find that they worked any, say that here.
9) What or who the person is patron saint of (example, St. Thomas More is the Patron Saint of Lawyers, St. Teresa of Avila the patron saint of headache suffers). Note that while many saints are patrons of something, not all are.  If not, say what you think he/she should be the patron saint of.

10) Why you picked the saint and what impresses you most about him/her.

Extra Credit:

1) Describe a miracle the saint has seemed to have worked after his or her death. These could be famous miracles you have read about, the miracles that were officially accepted during the canonization process, or your own experience or experiences your family members have had.

2) A picture or photo of the saint.
