YEAR  II -  20 HOURS NEEDED

In level II of the Confirmation Preparation Program each candidate is required to provide 20 hours of free service to the betterment of the community.  This form is to help you to record these hours as you go along.

Many activities can be service.  But we wish some hours of service be with our own parish family.
REQUIREMENTS

a MINIMUM of 2 hours to Saint Joseph’s parish (several options will be offered 




to all candidates during the year).

· a MAXIMUM of 8 hours of babysitting for people other than your own family.  Note:

helping out at home is a responsibility of every family member according to ability.  It isn’t an extra “VOLUNTEER” service.

· the other hours can be done with practically any service in the community, in school, 

some civic organization, scouts, CYO, church, etc.

· Participation in the Rock-A-Thon is worth 6 hours of service.

· NEW THIS YEAR: The following activities are worth 20 hours each!

· Bible camp

· Altar serving

· Leaf raking

· Search retreat 

ALL service projects must be pre-approved by your teacher.

All projects completed and form returned in late February-March.  You can turn in this form any time as you complete some project.  And more forms are available at any time.

WHY SERVICE?

Jesus called his disciples and Apostles to feed the hungry, clothe the naked, help the sick, preach 


the Word.  Confirmation candidates should be prepared to make this life of sacrifice and service 


their own if they can ever dare to call themselves believers and followers of the Messiah, Jesus.


We encourage our candidates to do service projects with their sponsors and parents.

HERE ARE SOME SUGGESTIONS: Sing in the Church Choir (contact our organist, worth over 10 hours).CYO leaf raking service project in early November (2 or more hours); Thanksgiving Food Drive in mid November (watch bulletin for more info; 3-4 hours) help at Tuesday Evening Bingo (call the rectory for more information), help out at St. Joseph Food Cupboard Friday afternoons (call Mr. Boutin at 658-4775, 1 hour each time); participate in Rock-A-Thon in late winter (info in early winter; 6 hours) , attend one of the Triduum Services (Holy Thursday, Good Friday and/or Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday; 2 hours each service).  Check bulletin each week for other possible service opportunities.
